STUDENT WELLBEING
RATIONALE

Health and wellbeing is an important outcome in its own right, but it is also a precondition for learning and is an indicator of successful education.  Physically and emotionally healthy students are happy, able to deal positively with life’s challenges and experience a sense of connectedness with the school and others. 
PURPOSE

· To ensure the provision of educational opportunities, duty of care, health and safety for all students

GUIDING PRINCIPLES

The school will ensure the provision of educational opportunities by: 
· providing a flexible, relevant, inclusive and appropriate curriculum
· implementing a whole-school approach to Social and Emotional Learning (SEL) to help students develop the understanding, strategies and skills that support a positive sense of self, promote respectful relationships and build student capacity to recognise and manage their own emotions and make responsible decisions.

· supporting the inclusion of students with disabilities and additional learning needs by making ‘reasonable adjustments’ to ensure all students have access to a quality education that meets their needs
The school will support student health needs by:

· providing first aid

· assisting students with specific medical conditions

· providing health care to students with additional medical requirements i.e. support with taking medication

· maintaining confidential medical records
The school will provide duty of care to students by managing: 

· student supervision 

· visitors to school

· after school collection 

· student privacy 

The school will provide a safe environment which includes:
· protection and support against bullying, abuse and assault

· undertaking preventative measures through programs such as Drug Education 

· abiding by mandatory reporting requirements
· facilitating access to support services
· meeting the planning and implementation requirements for excursions and activities
